Asi mismo fundé
y dirigi6 el programa de residencia en Oncologia ACVIM del 2009 a 2017. Desde el 2018 trabaja como consultora de
Oncologia en IDEXX UKy en 2021 comienza esta labor también para IDEXX Espafia. Combina la consultoria con el trabajo
clinico a tiempo parcial en AUNA Especialidades Veterinarias, Valencia. Ana ha trabajado durante 10 afios en el Comité
Ejecutivo de la Sociedad Europea de Veterinaria Oncologia (ESVONC), pasando por varios puestos y siendo presidenta
de 2017 a 2021.

Ana has worked for 10 years
in the Executive Committee of the European Society of Veterinary Oncology (ESVONC), going through several positions
and being president from 2017 to 2021.
