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Se licencio en la Royal (Dick) School of Veterinary Studies
de Edimburgo en 2005. Tras un breve periodo en la
practica mixta y unas practicas en ortopedia de pequenos
animales, la Dra. Perry regresé a la R(D)SVS para completar
una residencia en cirugia de pequenos animales de 2007 a
2010. Tras obtener el estatus ECVS en 2011, la Dra. Perry
se incorporé al Royal Veterinary College (RVC) de Londres
como profesora de ortopedia de pequefios animales.
Durante su estancia en el RVC, la Dra. Perry completd un
certificado de postgrado en educacion veterinaria y se
convirti6 en miembro de la Academia de Educacién
Superior. Tras cuatro anos en el RVC, la Dra. Perry se
traslado a la Universidad Estatal de Michigan, donde
actualmente es Profesora Titular de Ortopedia de
Pequenos Animales y Jefa de Seccion de Cirugia de
Pequenos Animales.

En 2022, la Dra. Perry también recibid una catedra dotada y nombrada, convirtiéndose en la Profesora Pat
Carrigan de Medicina Felina. La pasion de la Dra. Perry por la educacion veterinaria la llevd a obtener mas
cualificaciones en este campo en constante expansion. En 2019, mientras estaba en la MSU, la Dra. Perry
completd su Maestria en Ciencias en Educacién Veterinaria, cuya tesis se centré en la importancia de la
retroalimentacion durante los programas de residencia veterinaria. La Dra. Perry es un miembro activo vy
comprometido de AO, y debido a su conocimiento en educacién, fue elegida para servir en el comité de
educacion de AOVET NA. La Dra. Perry ha publicado ampliamente en la literatura veterinaria, siendo sus
principales intereses de investigacion la ortopedia felina, la traumatologia v la correccion de las deformidades
de las extremidades asociadas a la luxacion rotuliana. La Dra. Perry, docente internacional de AO, cred el
primer Curso Master de AO en Ortopedia Felina y ha presentado su trabajo en todo el mundo, incluyendo
Colombia, Brasil, México, Rusia, Espana, Polonia y el Reino Unido.

She graduated from The Royal (Dick) School of Veterinary Studies, Edinburgh in 2005. After a short period in
mixed practice and an internship in small animal orthopedics Dr. Perry returned to the R(D)SVS to complete a
residency in small animal surgery from 2007 to 2010. Following achievement of ECVS status in 2011, Dr.
Perry joined the Royal Veterinary College (RVC), London as a lecturer in small animal orthopedics. During her
tenure at the RVC, Dr. Perry completed a postgraduate certificate in veterinary education and became a Fellow
of the Higher Education Academy. After four years at the RVC Dr. Perry moved to Michigan State University
where she is currently a Tenured Professor in Small Animal Orthopedics and Section Head of Small Animal
Surgery. In 2022, Dr. Perry also received an endowed, named professorship, becoming the Pat Carrigan
Professor of Feline Medicine. Dr. Perry’s passion for veterinary education led her to pursue further
qualifications in this ever-expanding field. In 2019, whilst at MSU, Dr. Perry completed her Masters of Science
in Veterinary Education, the thesis of which focused on the importance of feedback during veterinary
residency programs. Dr. Perry is an active and engaged member of AO, and due to her knowledge in
education, was elected to serve on the AOVET NA education committee. Dr. Perry has published widely in the
veterinary literature with her main research interests being feline orthopedics, traumatology and the correction
of limb deformities associated with patellar luxation. Dr. Perry, an International AO Faculty, created the first
AO Master Course in Feline Orthopedics and has presented her work throughout the world including in
Colombia, Brazil, Mexico, Russia, Spain, Poland and the UK.
