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GERT TER HAAR

Naci6 en Holanda y estudié medicina veterinaria en la Facultad de
Veterinaria de Utrecht, donde se gradué en febrero de 1997. Tras
un periodo de practicas y una residencia quirdrgica en Utrecht,
se convirtié en Diplomado del Colegio Europeo de Cirujanos
Veterinarios en 2002 y en Jefe del Departamento de ORL de la
Universidad de Utrecht en febrero de 2003. Su investigacién sobre
la audicion en los perros dio lugar a su tesis doctoral, un libro de
220 paginas titulado “Age-related hearing loss in dogs” en 2009. Ese
mismo dia se convirti6 en presidente de la Asociacion Internacional
de Otorrinolaringologia (IVENTA).

Se incorporé al equipo quirurgico del Royal Veterinary College de
Londres (Reino Unido) en 2011 como profesor titular de cirugia de
tejidos blandos y consiguié ascender a profesor asociado de cirugia
de tejidos blandos y jefe del departamento de ORL y de las clinicas de ORL, audiologia y
braquicefalia del RVC en 2015. En marzo de 2017 se uni6 al equipo de la SDU (specialistische
dierenkliniek Utrecht), el mayor centro europeo de referencia de especialistas en los Paises
Bajos.

Actualmente esta activo como cirujano de Otorrinolaringologia y de tejidos blandos y esté
formando a dos residentes de la ECVS. Es autor y coeditor de tres libros de cirugia y ha
publicado mas de 40 articulos revisados por expertos en su campo de interés. Ha dado mas
de 500 conferencias nacionales e internacionales sobre medicina y cirugia ORL, investigacion
de la audicién en perros y cirugia de tejidos blandos/reconstructiva en perros y gatos. Sus
investigaciones actuales se centran en la pérdida de audicién en perros y gatos y en el
sindrome obstructivo braquicéfalo de las vias respiratorias.

Gert ter Haar is from the Netherlands and studied veterinary medicine at the Faculty of
Veterinary Medicine in Utrecht, where he graduated in February 1997. After an internship
and surgical residency in Utrecht, he became a Diplomate of the European College of
Veterinary Surgeons in 2002 and Head of the Department of ENT at the University of Utrecht
in February 2003. His research on hearing in dogs led to his PhD thesis, a 220-page book
entitled “Age-related hearing loss in dogs” in 2009. On the same day he became President of
the International Veterinary Ear Nose and Throat association (IVENTA).

He joined the surgical team of the Royal Veterinary College in London, United Kingdom, in
2011 as a senior lecturer in soft tissue surgery and got promoted to associate professor in soft
tissue surgery and head of the ENT department and ENT, Audiology and Brachycephaly clinics
at the RVCin 2015. In March 2017 he joined the team of the SDU (specialistische dierenkliniek
Utrecht), the largest European specialist referral center in the Netherlands.

He is currently active as an ENT and soft tissue surgeon and is training two ECVS residents.
He is author and co-editor of three surgical books and has published over 40 peer-reviewed
articles in his field of interest. He gave over 500 national and international lectures on ENT
medicine & surgery, hearing research in dogs and soft tissue/reconstructive surgery in dogs
and cats. His current research involves hearing loss in dogs and cats and brachycephalic
obstructive airway syndrome.
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
